the lesson
by showing the
students photos from
the "Tombs of the
Kings" in the city of
Paphos in
Cyprus through

the power point,
asking them to
guess what they are
seeing.

Heritage" of UNESCO
and provides some
basic information to
students (see Annex).
After the completion
of the dialogue in
class for the above
matters, the teacher
informs the students
that they will work
with a class of a
Primary School of
Pafos (the city where
the monument is
derived) for this
lesson. The teacher
can look for possible

-Why in ancient times
were separate tombs
for kings and
aristocrats?
-What does this show
about social classes in
ancient civilization?
-Were there
discriminations in
ancient societies?
-Are there such
distinctions today?
-In  what ways can
children inspire other|
children to  fight
discrimination?
Students need to
understand that]
different cultures and
civilizations do exist
and that it is our duty
to learn how to
tolerate behaviors and
traditions that may
vary from what we are
accustomed or familiarn
to.

At the end of the
lesson, the students
of the two schools
remain connected to
get to know each
other better and on
a personal level.
After their
acquaintance, they
exchanged views on
how they could
take advantage of the
